Council for a full refurbishment and conversion project of four
derelict Victorian properties on Sweyn Road in Margate.

The properties were scheduled to become family homes as part
of the Council’s Live Margate scheme.

The project refurbished the properties (most recently B&B
accommodation) into two x 4-bedroom houses, two x
2-bedroom flats and two x 3-bedroom maisonettes.

Extensive surveys assessed the extent of the fire damage to one
property and also revealed extensive dry rot in another.

The scope of works included full internal strip out; demolition of
the unsightly front extension; installation of new rear extensions,
staircases, windows and doors; replacement of roof structure
and covering; installation of new steel beams and restraints;
new below-ground drainage and installation of new kitchens
and sanitaryware; reinstatement of bay windows to the front
(including decorative moulding) and complete decoration and
finish throughout.
